Week 4
1. In Zeta:  4a, 4b, 4d, 4e, Test 3 and 5a, 5b, 5d, 5e and Test 5
2. In Your Pet Store:  Help your student to complete price tags on page 9.  I handed out a sheet where they can calculate what the price tags will be before they write them in to the price tags on page 9.
If your student forgets how to calculate mark-up, you can follow the examples in the book or do the following:

Dog Food  (your cost) 4.70   (mark up ) 150%:

A 150% markup is the same as charging 250% OF (*) the original cost of an item.  250% mean 250 per 100 or 250/100 = 2.5.  Therefore multiply 4.7 x 2.5 = 11.75.  

Another way to go about it (from the book) is to add the following:

4.70 - original price

4.70 - 100% mark up

2.35 - 1/2 of 4.7 or a 50% markup
