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Welcome to Week 11!

This week in class we learned about converting percentages into decimals and fractions.

The students were asked to memorize the decimal and percent equivalents to the following fractions:

1/2, 1/4, 3/4, 1/1, 1/3, 1/5, 2/5, 3/5, 4/5

We learned how to calculate the cost of an item that is on sale for a percentage off.  For instance if a $30 shirt is 30% off, we know the COST of the shirt is (=) 70% of (*) the original price so the shirt cost $21 (30*.7).  

We learned how to calculate tax as well.

and finish up anything not already completed for January in our Charlotte Mason book.
